Large Group/Small Group Format
for Sunday Morning Children’s Ministry

Trinity took the “school” out of Sunday School and changed the name
of Sunday Morning Children’s Ministry to Footprints. The format for
Footprints is not a traditional classroom setting! It is a high-energy,
large-group gathering followed by relationship building and small group
break outs by age level. It is very similar to our Vacation Bible School
program with opening worship with crew leaders and crews. Footprints
at 9 AM will meet in the multipurpose room for preschool through 4th
grade. Colleen Farrell’s traditional classroom setting for 5™ and 6™
grade at 9 AM will meet in room 006 downstairs. Footprints at 10:30
AM will meet downstairs in room 010 for preschool age through 6th
grade.

Kids will experience large-group teaching and small-group
relationships. Curriculum is taught in 4 or 5 week themes, called
modules, with a different Bible story every week during the module.
Each week children will be immersed in the energy and enthusiasm of
the large-group experience within their own age appropriate small group
of children and one or two leaders. After 40 minutes of large group
activities, the small groups meet for 20 minutes to go through that
week’s lesson for life-application activities.

(Cutting, stapling, sorting and counting supplies and organized by age
level.)
