Trinity Lutheran Church is in a time of Pastoral Transition,
and has wisely chosen to use this transition as an
opportunity to engage in an intentional interim process. This
is a two-step process beginning with the formation of a
Transition Team (TT) and moving on to the formation of a
Call Committee.

During the first step, the Transition Team is responsible for
the development of a Ministry Site Profile (MSP) which is
done in conversation with the congregation in a variety of
ways to receive both input and to give feedback in an open
and fransparent review and assessment of:

we are, where we have been and where we believe God is
calling us in our next chapter of ministry.
